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Rhetorical Rationale for Research
1) Describe your writing process for the issue summary paper, position argument and your genre translation. Look back at the process work you did and trace your thinking about your topic and about your writing.

I watched a movie about Cyberbullying and though that it would make a very interesting topic. The summary paper was difficult – writing in other people/groups perspective and leaving my opinion out of the paper.
